4-H Country Style is a Horse Project Club.  Our club strives for education, unity and fun. To ensure that every member will receive a year-end award, we have set rules for each member to read and sign.  Along with these rules are also a short Code of Ethics to promote good sportsmanship and respect among club members.

Rules for Project Completion

1. Members can have no more than 3 excused or unexcused absences from Club meetings.  We only have 9 meetings a year, so plan ahead.  All meetings are on the 1st Monday of the month, unless otherwise noted. If you miss more than 3 meetings you will not complete your project.

2. Officers cannot have more than 2 absences. It takes teamwork to make a club run. If you committed to being an officer, you are expected to be at meetings and activities throughout the project year. Sometimes choices have to be made. If you cannot commit to being an officer please don’t run for office. It takes COMMITMENT.
3. Members must turn in a horse certificate for each current project horse by the May meeting.  This horse certificate can be found at countrystyle4h.com.

4. A horse record book must be turned in and completed by the end of August.  

5. Members must volunteer service or serve on a committee in which they must participate and perform the duties of that committee. 

6. Members must participate in at least 4 Club functions. These can be a combination of clinics, parties, or club fun activities.

7. Members must give a speech or demonstration at their demonstration group meeting.  All speech/demonstrations must be completed by the end of May.
CODE OF ETHICS

As a club we have committed to work and learn together.  It is possible to do this and still compete against one another at horse shows. We call this sportsmanship.  We expect our members to be friendly and courteous to others.


Our club will not tolerate name-calling, rude language, or any other un sportsmanlike conduct among our members, parents, or competitors.  If this occurs, the member at fault will be asked to leave the function. That will be a warning, and if it happens again, that member will be asked to leave the club.


Members who do not respect personal property of others will be asked to leave the club.


It is the responsibility of all parents and members to create a safe atmosphere where cooperation and mutual respect allow us all to enjoy the year ahead.  A safe environment is of utmost importance.
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
