RULES FOR EARNING A JACKET

1. Youth must have completed the horse project the previous year – meeting all project completion requirements

RULES FOR PROJECT COMPLETION

A. Members can have no more than 3 excused or unexcused absences from Club meetings.

B. Officers cannot have more than 2 absences.

C. Members must turn in a horse certificate for each current project horse by the May meeting

D. A horse record book must be turned in and completed by the end of August.

E. Members must volunteer service or serve on a committee in which they must participate and perform the duties of that committee

F. Members must participate in at least three club functions/activities

G. Members must give a demonstration at their demonstration group meeting. All demonstrations must be completed by the end of May

A. Youth must have been a member of the Country Style 4-H Club for a 

minimum of 2 years

3. A. Youth must be a member of the Country Style 4-H Club the 4-H year 

following the qualifying  year

B. Or the youth must be graduating from the 4-H project and unable to return to 4-H the year following the qualifying year
